Top-notch top layer
The top layer of the Nuxe panels consists of an expertly 
crafted sheet of wood veneer. Every sheet is composed 
using our mixmatch technique, yielding unrivaled perfection 
and uniqueness.

What is mixmatch?
Mastered over decades, this signature technique provides 
an uniform surface. Various slicing techniques are applied 
to select timber cuts from different trees, which are then 
joined together into a sheet. Each panel is characteristically 
unique to solid wood without visual inconsistencies or 
structural compromises.

Which version should you choose? 
Nuxe panels are available in 2 versions:  
A/A and A/B.

Both sheets in the A/A version have the same look and 
high-grade quality. This version is your best choice when 
both sides of the panel are visible. 

In the A/B version, the front has the selected look and 
high-grade quality. The back is made of the same wood 
species as the front, without a specific cutting pattern, but 
assembled using the mixmatch technique.  

This mutes the veneer's distinct characteristics, making this 
version perfectly suitable for wall and furniture applications 
where the back is less visible. On the next page, you'll find 
an overview of all available versions. 

How to finish the Nuxe panels? 
Nuxe is a collection of pre-sanded panels, flexes, and edge 
banding that allow for further finishing. It is important 
to sand the panels again before finishing to achieve the 
desired roughness and facilitate the finishing process.

The collection can be finished with varnish or oil. The wood 
can also be stained prior to finishing. We recommend 
following the instructions of the varnish/oil supplier for 
further finishing.

WALNUT WITH UNPARALLELED FLEXIBILITY 

Nuxe Flex is an easy-to-process jointed sheet of veneer. The veneer sheet 
is first pressed onto a paper backing in the shade of the chosen look, upon 
which the wood fibers are broken. This results in a highly flexible veneer sheet 
with a 50 mm bending radius.

The top layer is bonded to the paper using a formaldehyde-free glue.  
There is no patching for Nuxe flex (Heritage).
